The love affair between Purūravas
and Urvaśı̄ is the subject of a play by India’s most gifted of poets, Kālidāsa, called the
Vikramorvaśı̄ya, “the Hero and Urvaśı̄.”

Accepting the hand of the daughter of time is the main cause of the
cessation of sexual practice.32

Thus ends, the Aphorisms on Sexual Love of Purūravas.

30But not, as the commentator points out, the indescribable bliss of doing it with a
fourteen or fifteen year old girl.

31Following the advice of the commentator, “of the daughter of time” (dis. t.a-prakr.ti-
vikāra) has been imported from the following sūtra. The daughter of time (kāla-kanyā) is
old age. Accepting the hand of the daughter of time means becoming married to old age.
This is a rather charming way of describing growing old.

32The commentator quotes a line from an unidentified Vedic text śruti: .j�a:a;Na:eRa ;	a:va:=+mea;t,a ,
“the old should stop.” He adds that after stopping sexual activity, one’s mind should be
applied in three ways. One should engage it in the quality-less, highest blissful nature
[Brahman or Bhagavān], be constantly thinking about that nature, and meditate on that
nature. This appears to be the “hearing about, thinking about, and meditating on the
Self” enjoined in the Br.had-āran. yaka Upanis. ad (2.4.5).
